AYAN Kenya is a youth-led, impact-driven organization advancing Sexual and Reproductive Health and 

Rights (SRHR), HIV prevention, Gender-Based Violence (GBV) response, mental health, and human 

rights across Western Kenya. 

We operate at the intersection of health systems strengthening, community protection, and policy 

reform — designing integrated, evidence-based interventions that respond to the structural drivers of 

vulnerability affecting adolescents, Adolescent Girls and Young Women (AGYW), and Sexual and 

Gender Minorities (SGM). 

Our work bridges grassroots realities with institutional systems, ensuring that policy commitments 

translate into measurable community-level impact.

Core Technical Expertise 

1. Integrated SRHR, HIV & GBV Programming 

AYAN Kenya implements comprehensive, multi-layered interventions addressing the interconnected 

drivers of adolescent vulnerability: 

• HIV prevention (testing promotion, PrEP literacy, risk reduction education) 

• Adolescent-responsive SRHR education and contraceptive access awareness 

• GBV prevention, survivor support, and referral strengthening 

• Mental health and psychosocial support integration 

• Youth-friendly service (YFS) engagement and accountability forums 

Our programming integrates prevention, service linkage, and systems accountability — ensuring that 

communities move from awareness to access. 

 

2. Safe Spaces & Protection Infrastructure 

AYAN Kenya establishes peer-led safe spaces across counties to provide: 

• Trauma-informed psychosocial support 

• Peer counselling and support groups 

• Structured referral pathways to health and legal services 

• Rights literacy and resilience-building sessions 

The organization also collaborates with safe house facilities — providing emergency safety and 

transitional support to individuals facing violence, stigma, or displacement. This demonstrates our 

operational capacity in safeguarding and crisis response. 

 

3. Policy Advocacy & Human Rights Advancement 

Through strategic advocacy, AYAN Kenya strengthens enabling environments by: 

• Conducting policy analysis and legal literacy training 

• Engaging county departments and community leaders 

• Addressing stigma and discrimination in service delivery
